DISCUSSION:  Harold took some time at the beginning of the meeting to collect dues from members who had missed last meeting.

NEW BUSINESS
UPCOMING SHOWS AND NEW RELEASES
DISCUSSION:  Our Vice President, Peter Barnes stood and spoke on the new stamps that Canada Post had issued which included a joint issue of Canada and India (a first) on Diwali, an Indian festival, as well as a new NHL set of 6 stamps just released as well as a set of two semi-postal Community stamps.  Lastly he mentioned that Canada Post would be issuing a stamp commemorating the 100th anniversary of the Toronto Maple Leafs in the near future.  Paul Smith added that he'd found a few booklets of the NHL set that had a red line running through the image ! 

DISCUSSION:  Peter then mentioned a few upcoming Philatelic Shows that were coming up which included OURS  on the Sat the 21st of October at the Allandale Rec Centre.  He also noted a show in London this weekend (14th) at the Hellenic Centre.  Then he mentioned the National Postage & Coin show in Mississauga at the end of the month and the Hamilton Stamp Show on November 3 & 4 November; noting that their Sales Circuit books were quite well known for decent materiel.
